If you need access to a dentist at either of these times all you need
to do is ring the normal practice number and an answerphone
message will give you the details of the oncall dentist. The dentist
will then be able to give you advice and if necessary make
arrangements to see you.

For private patients there will be a call out fee of £80 and a further
charge for any treatment carried out.

For Denplan patients the callout fee is covered by Denplan but the
insured person could be liable for the first £15 of each claim.

For details of treatment and cover, please refer back to your
Denplan pack as Denplan Care, Denplan Essentials and the Denplan
Children’s plans vary.
